                  The club came to order 
at seven o’clock to begin our 
monthly meeting for May. Griff

If 
you’re a new member and haven’t 
received one yet, we will have or-
ange SMDR shirts at check in dur-
ing that weekend. These next few 
things are very important so stay 
with me here…  

1. If you are working the 
National weekend be there by 
6:30 am on Friday and 7:00 am 
on Saturday and Sunday. No 
Later than these times! Position 
assignment is first-come, first-
serve (within 30 seconds).  Get 
there early and choose your spot. 
SMDR will have an area just off 
route 234 when you enter the 
Budds Creek facility where we did 
last year. Look for the SMDR 
banner and the RV in the parking 
area.  

2. Park in that area only if 
you are working that day. We 
need to ensure the workers have a 
place to park. 

3. Wear your orange SMDR 
shirt (see above).  

4. Show Up! You’ve commit-
ted to work that day, don’t be a 
no-show. Check the web site for 
workers lists and work assign-
ments. 

5. Check-in at the RV in the 
parking area with Eric Johnson or 
Griff Drew.  They will provide 
your specific assignment and 
badge.  

6. You must check out at 
the end of the day at the same 
place you checked in. Badges 
must be turned at the end of the 
day (where you signed up).  If you 
don’t check out, you don’t receive 
credit for the day.  

7. Primary and Secondary 
members must perform their as-

signed duty. As the Primary mem-
ber you must ensure that children/
dependants know that they must 
perform their duties. Year after year 
we have too many young SMDR 
members who are not performing 
their duties and it is a problem. If 
you’re child is a food runner, they 
need to perform that duty and be 
available at all times, NOT wander-
ing around in the pits. I know the 
parent are out on the track flagging 
and can’t keep an eye on them, but 
the younger SMDR members will 
be assigned to an adult SMDR 
member during their day. They 
need to be available for their as-
signed task. If they cannot, they 
should be (and will) performing 
their workday on a day other than 
the Nationals next year.

After the start of the 
second 250 moto, we would like 
your help to secure  the inside of 
the track fence line from specta-
tor crossing.

Once the last bike is off 
the track, you (wearing your or-
ange shirt) will be allowed to en-
ter the pit area from the gate 
near the finish line, but you 
must have your orange shirt on.

Windmills has begun. During this 
construction there will be certain 
sections of P1, G2 and G4 that 
will be closed to all traffic. 
             To help communicate 
these closures to all OHVers, 
there has been a message board 
erected at the Main trail head just 
past the permit shed. On this 
board there is a map of the entire 
road that leads up the windmills. 
Each day the map will be updated 
to show where they will be work-
ing on that particular day.  
             Please be sure to stop and 
view this sign as often as possible 
and plan your routes accordingly. 
We are working real close with 
the road builders to keep you up-
dated with any changes that may 
come up. 
             Also effected by the con-
struction is the whole area around 
the existing windmills, it is now a 
restricted area. There will be signs 
placed around the area, and secu-
rity will be placed around the area 
to keep people out of the area 
while the new windmills are being 
built.  
             Anyone caught trespassing 
in this area could have there per-
mit revoked. This is only tempo-
rary until all work is completed. 
At that time there will be certain 
areas that you will be able to go to 
to view the new turbines. 
(April 18th update)  
             All of P1 is currently 
closed, there are concrete barriers 
located at the top and bottom of 
P1 and anyone caught beyond 
these barriers could get a hefty 
fine.  
Also work has started on G2 so be 
aware portions of it could close 

suddenly so make sure to check 
the "road work" board at the per-
mit shed for current closures.
