Club members over the 
age of twelve must do a workday.

We commit to track 
owners to provide flaggers.  We 
can't back out on them, and we ex-
pect the same level of commitment 
from our members.  LPC workdays 
are organized and conducted by the 
LPC chairman, Tony Rulapaugh.
