“ Granted Agency”

For those of you who missed
the last meeting, some very instrumental
things have occurred within the club.
First, I'm pleased to report that after
severa months, the club was recently
granted "agency" by the owners of the
DeMarr Road property. What this
means is that SMDR and its members
can officially act on behaf of the own
ership of DeMarr to enable law enforce-
ment to prosecute trespassers on the
property when they witness a violation.
As many of you know, we do have a
trespass problem at DeMarr. | can tell
you of the frustration some have felt af-
ter putting in hours of volunteer work to
prep the track and trails only to see a
band of four wheelers waiting on the
edge of the tree line for a shot at a
freshly groomed track. Also, in another
incident, a group of people decided that
our precious riding spot would make the
ideal setting for a family reunion and
BBQ. Officers quietly and without inci-
dent escorted the people off the prop-

erty.

Now we have the power to act
against trespassers to protect our rid-
ing spot for our members as well the
property owners. In accordance with
this new role, the board of directors
has established a new committee
called the Blue Chapter. The Blue
Chapter of SMDR will be comprised
of ten loca law enforcement offi-
cers, some of which are members of
Charles County's ATV Enforcement
Unit. These ten members both indi-
vidually and in conjunction with the
ATV Enforcement Unit will be
charged with patrolling DeMarr du-
ing the weekdays in an effort to
crack down on would be trespassers.
At club rides, they will help as first
responders to accidents as well as
any other situations that could berne-
fit from their training. At least one
member of the committee will have

If you're buy-
ing a bike make sure it’s not sto-
len. Make sure you get paperwork
or look at the VIN if it looks tam-
pered with its probably stolen.
You can also call the Sheriffs Of-
fice with the VIN and they can let
you know if it's stolen. Bike theft
within in the County is on the rise
so be smart. They will bring alist
of stolen bikes to the next meeting
to keep us updated and so we can
keep alook out for them.

Brian Acton then gave us
an update on how the Privateer
Award went at the Nationals. We
raised $1300.00 and it was split
between one 125 rider, Kyle Mace
and one 250 rider, Tim Weigand.
Brian said the riders were very ap-
preciative. Brian hopes next year
to raise even more money for this
award through fund raisers, raffles
and of course, the generosity of
our members.
