             I am happy to report that our De-
Marr Rd. property got a much needed 
"facelift" this weekend. The addition of 
a new beginners or "kiddy" track as well 
as a flat track oval are just two of the 
many additions to the club's home track.  
Other improvements include rerouting 
the flow of the MX track to avoid low, 
sometimes muddy spots and creating 
drainage swales to channel water away 
from the track.  Some jumps were 
refaced while others were replaced.  The 
trails got some manicuring and a fresh 
set of directional signs are in the process 
of being posted.  All this in an effort to 
provide the maximum amount of off-
road fun to our members. 
     Now while I fully expect to hear 
many opinions about the new changes 
to DeMarr both positive and negative, I 
want to make fully clear that we did the 
best we could do to create a track that 
would be ride able for all levels.  I want 
the members to realize that just because 
a jump is there, doesn't mean you have 
do jump it.  To address this, we created, 

in some questionable areas, a 
by-pass that riders can choose to 
take should they not feel comfort-
able with the obstacle.  Its up to all 
of us to make our own decisions in-
volving how much risk to take.  We 
assume a certain level of risk every 
time we throw a leg over our bikes.  
In  racing, the rider's ability com-
prises 90% of the success equation.  
The bike and track conditions ac-
count for the remaining ten.  So 
please ride smart, be patient, and un-
derstand that there are many differ-
ent people of different abilities in 
this club and we are trying to do the 
best we can to please everyone.  
That is why we created the 
"beginners" track for our younger 
inexperienced riders.  If that sounds 
like you, then get excited because 
you've got a cool new track just for 
you !  If you prefer a more challeng-
ing track, then you'll appreciate the 
improvements we've made to the
