Work Day Schedule 
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The Altoona ride is held only 
twice a year, normally over a 3 
day weekend with the first of two 
each year being on the Memorial 
Day weekend. This year May 27th 
throught the 30th. We are guests 
of  George Vincent and his In-
laws the Noel family. They allow 
us to use their property as a camp-
ground and the neighbors enjoy 
watching the spectacle that is the 
event. The trail head starts from 
their property and if you have 
never been to this ride it is one 
that you must put on you list of 
things to do. Not only is the riding 
some of the fun you will ever do, 
but there is nothing like camping 
out with your riding buddies and 
ramping up the bench racing sto-
ries by the fire ring. Also, if you 
are too tired to ride all weekend, a 
group often attend the High Point 
National which is not too long a 
drive on Sunday. Below is how to 
get there from here. 
             Leaving the Washington 
Area you take 270 North. Follow 
270 North into Frederick, Mary-
land. After passing Market Street 
exit the following exit is 70 West. 
Take 70 West for some 80 Miles 
and you will enter into Breeze-
wood, Pennsylvania. Leaving 
Breezewood you will take 30 
West toward Everett, Pennsyl-
vania. Take 30 West for about 20 
miles where you will come upon 
Bedford, Pennsylvania. There you 
will pick up 220 North to Altoona, 
Pennsylvania. Follow 220 North 
until you are just about to enter in 

Altoona Pa.

to Altoona. Just outside Altoona 
you will want to look out for 22 
West. Once on 22 West you are 
only about 15 miles to the camping 
area. You will pass an exit for Gal-
litzin and one for Cresson. The next 
exit after the Cresson exit is 53 
South for Portage. Take that exit 
and turn left after coming to a stop. 
Follow 53 South thru a town called 
Lilly. After Leaving Lilly you will 
continue for about 1 mile and you 
will see the Bear Rock Sportsman's 
Club, where we will stay if we ex-
perience and inclement weather. 
Just past the Bear Rock you will see 
a road going to your left and up a 
hill. Take this road. Just as you 
reach the top of the hill you will see 
a field on your left. 
             Stops: Having made this trip 
several times I have found several 
exits with gas, food, and restrooms 
that are easy off and easy on. The 
first is the Market street exit just 
outside Frederick, Maryland there is 
a Sheetz and several gas stations 
there. Just on the other side of Fre-
derick is a rest stop if all you need 
is to relieve yourself. Exit 29 be-
tween Frederick and Breezewood 
offers a McDonald's and a gas sta-
tion with a full service deli. 

            Come in 495 to Rt. 50 to 
Annapolis. Stay on 50 east over 
the Bay Bridge. Once over the 
Bay Bridge continue on Rt. 50
