One of the highlighted
events at this year's summer pic-
nic on September 25th at Budds
Creek will be the Pit Bike Relay.
The regular Budds ride will con
clude at 3 p.m. with the relay be-
ginning at 3:45 p.m. sharp. Rules
of the event are as follows. Teams
of four riders made up of one
child under the age of 12, ore
child between the ages of 12 and
18, and two adults will team up to
compete around an abbreviated
portion of the track. Bikes eligible
for this relay must be 50 cc. four
stoke motorcycles. No Cheater
bikes, two stroke KTM's or Co-
bras will be allowed to run. Each
team member will do one lap and
then pass the bike off to the re-
maining team members in any or-
der they choose. The winning
team will receive an award for
their efforts. Please note that if
you bring a 50cc bike to the track

for this relay, there is NO PIT RID-
ING without proper gear. Any bikes
being raced in the pits will auto-
maticaly be disqualified. Thisis a
Budds Creek rule that must be fol-
lowed. Don't worry if you don't
know any youngsters, this will be a
great opportunity to meet a young
club member and have them join
your team. Look forward to seeing
you al there.

Don't forget we will have a
DJ at the picnic to spin some tunes.
